In one home I always stay behind to
visit with a former Baptist pastor’s wife, who in my mind does not have Alzheimer’s. We read
the Word, and have a time of prayer. She prays so beautifully. She is a blessing to me! They all
are a blessing to me. What a privilege it is to minister to them!

At home I’ve had a lot of pleasure working in my gardens—two flower, and my favorite,
my vegetable garden (can’t eat flowers!). Everything is flourishing, and we have enjoyed lettuce,
peas, zucchini, summer squash, Swiss chard, beets, and string beans. Our raspberry bushes are
loaded, making desserts special, and we have a good crop of apples on our trees.

We are reasonably well. I’ll hit 80 next week, and feel fine. Shirley has back trouble, and
is bent, but not bowed. She is active in Christian Women’s club, and small groups.

I hope this finds you all encouraged in your faith, and rejoicing in the Lord.
